The following data will be collected:

· Patient details (name, date of birth, NHS number)
· Address and NOK information
· Medical notes (paper and electronic) 
· Details of treatment and care, including medications
· Results of tests (pathology, X-ray, etc.)
· Any other pertinent information 
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NHS England explains that the national data opt-out allows patients to choose if they do not want their confidential patient information to be used for purposes beyond their individual care and treatment. NHS E provide detailed guidance for opt-outs, including those patients in secure settings. Additional information is also available for patients at Make a choice about sharing data from your health records.

Loughton Health Centre  will ensure they are compliant with the national data opt-out policy by following this guidance.
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NHS E advise that the General Practice Data for Planning and Research (GPDPR) programme has been designed to help the NHS: 

· Monitor the long-term safety and effectiveness of care
· Plan how to deliver better health and care services
· Prevent the spread of infectious diseases
· Identify new treatments and medicines through health research

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Artificial Intelligence (AI) use is the biggest and fastest moving change to computing in recent years and is becoming commonplace across all industries including primary care. With this being new technology, there is a requirement for additional governance measures to ensure its use is safe and does not expose personal data about both patients and staff to any unnecessary risks. 

Examples of AI use include:

· Generation of business meeting notes and any action points

· Support for clinicians during consultations to compile and document medical records

· Generation of summaries of various team meetings where our service users and patient cases are discussed

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Introduction

At Loughton Health Centre, we have a legal duty to explain how we use any personal information we collect about you at the organisation. This is in both electronic and paper format.  

Why do we have to provide this privacy notice?

We are required to provide you with this privacy notice by law. It provides information about how we use the personal and healthcare information we collect, store and hold about you. If you have any questions about this privacy notice or are unclear about how we process or use your personal information or have any other issue regarding your personal and healthcare information, then please contact our Data Protection Officer Jane Marley -essexgp.dpo@nhs.net

The main things the law says we must tell you about what we do with your personal data are:

· We must let you know why we collect personal and healthcare information about you
· We must let you know how we use any personal and/or healthcare information we hold about you
· We need to inform you in respect of what we do with it
· We need to tell you about who we share it with or pass it on to and why
· We need to let you know how long we can keep it for

The General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) became law on 24 May 2016. This was a single EU-wide regulation on the protection of confidential and sensitive information. It entered into force in the UK on the 25 May 2018, repealing the Data Protection Act (1998). Following Brexit, the GDPR became incorporated into the Data Protection Act 2018 (DPA18) at Part 2, Chapter 2 titled The UK GDPR.

For the purpose of applicable data protection legislation (including but not limited to the Data Protection Act 2018 (DPA2018) and Part 2 the UK GDPR).

Using your information

We will use your information so that we can check and review the quality of care we provide. This helps us improve our services to you.

· We will share relevant information from your medical record with other health or social care staff or organisations when they provide you with care. For example, your GP will share information when they refer you to a specialist in a hospital or your GP will send details about your prescription to your chosen pharmacy. 


· Healthcare staff working in A&E and out of hours care will also have access to your information. For example, it is important that staff who are treating you in an emergency know if you have any allergic reactions. This will involve the use of your Summary Care Record For more information see NHS E Summary Care Record or alternatively speak to this organisation. 

You have the right to object to information being shared for your own care. Please speak to our team  if you wish to object. You also have the right to have any mistakes or errors corrected.

Registering for NHS care

· All patients who receive NHS care are registered on a national database (NHS Spine). The Spine is held and maintained by NHS England, a national organisation which has legal responsibilities to collect NHS data.

Identifying patients who might be at risk of certain diseases

· Your medical records will be searched by a computer programme so that we can identify patients who might be at high risk from certain diseases such as heart disease or unplanned admissions to hospital. This means we can offer patients additional care or support as early as possible. 

· This process will involve linking information from your GP record with information from other health or social care services you have used. Information which identifies you will only be seen by this organisation.




Safeguarding

· Sometimes we need to share information so that other people, including healthcare staff, children or others with safeguarding needs, are protected from risk of harm. These circumstances are rare, and we do not need your consent or agreement to do this.

Artificial Intelligence (AI) 

· Prior to using AI, a full data protection impact assessment has been compiled, and any AI use will comply with the strict UK data protection laws that also includes UK GDPR. 

· Clinicians may use AI software during consultations to support both the compiling and documenting of a patients clinical record. There are two main types of personal data that will be processed during a consultation, including the patient’s name, contact details, medical history, diagnosis, treatment information, and any other information shared during consultations. There may also be an audio recording of the clinician, although this is to detail their professional identifiers, such as name and title. Should you not wish the clinician to use any AI during your consultation, please make them aware of this.

· For further information, a privacy notice that specifically supports AI use is available upon request.

Medical research

· Loughton Health Centre  shares information from medical records to support medical research when the law allows us to do so, for example to learn more about why people get ill and what treatments might work best. We will also use your medical records to carry out research within the organisation.

· The use of information from GP medical records is very useful in developing new treatments and medicines; medical researchers use information from these records to help to answer important questions about illnesses and disease so that improvements can be made to the care and treatment patients receive. 

· You have the right to object to your identifiable information being used or shared for medical research purposes. Please speak to our team if you wish to object. 

Checking the quality of care – national clinical audits

· Loughton Health Centre  contributes to national clinical audits so that healthcare can be checked and reviewed. Information from medical records can help doctors and other healthcare workers to measure and check the quality of care that is provided to you.

· The results of the checks or audits can show where organisations are doing well and where they need to improve. These results are also used to recommend improvements to patient care. 

· Data is sent to NHS England, a national body with legal responsibilities to collect data.

· The data will include information about you, such as your NHS Number and date of birth, and information about your health which is recorded in coded form – for example the code for diabetes or high blood pressure. 

· We will only share your information for national clinical audits or checking purposes when the law allows.

· For more information about national clinical audits see the Healthcare Quality Improvements Partnership  website.

· You have the right to object to your identifiable information being shared for national clinical audits. Please contact our team  if you wish to object.

	Purpose of the processing
	To give direct health or social care to individual patients. An example is, when a patient agrees to a referral for direct care, such as to a hospital, relevant information about the patient will be shared with the other healthcare staff to enable them to give appropriate advice, investigations, treatments and/or care.
To check and review the quality of care. (This is called audit and clinical governance).

Medical research and to check the quality of care which is given to patients (this is called national clinical audit).


	Lawful basis for processing
	These purposes are supported under the following sections of the GDPR:

Article 6(1)(e) ‘…necessary for the performance of a task carried out in the public interest or in the exercise of official authority…’; and

Article 9(2)(h) ‘necessary for the purposes of preventative or occupational medicine for the assessment of the working capacity of the employee, medical diagnosis, the provision of health or social care or treatment or the management of health or social care systems and services...”  

The following sections of the GDPR mean that we can use medical records for research and to check the quality of care (national clinical audits):

pursued, respect the essence of the right to data protection and provide for suitable and specific measures to safeguard the fundamental rights and interests of the data subject’. 

Healthcare staff will also respect and comply with their obligations under the common law duty of confidence.


	Recipient or categories of recipients of the processed data

	The data will be shared with: 

· healthcare professionals and staff in this surgery;
· local hospitals;
· out of hours services; 
· diagnostic and treatment centres; 
· or other organisations involved in the provision of direct care to individual patients.

	Rights to object and the national data opt-out

	You have the right to object to information being shared between those who are providing you with direct care. This may affect the care you receive – please speak to the practice. You are not able to object to your name, address and other demographic information being sent to NHS England. This is necessary if you wish to be registered to receive NHS care.

You are not able to object when information is legitimately shared for safeguarding reasons. In appropriate circumstances it is a legal and professional requirement to share information for safeguarding reasons. This is to protect people from harm. The information will be shared with the local safeguarding service Essex adults and  children’s safeguarding team

The national data opt-out model provides an easy way for you to opt-out of information that identifies you being used or shared for medical research purposes and quality checking or audit purposes.  Please contact the practice if you wish to opt-out. Further information is available from NHS England.


	Right to access and correct
	You have the right to access your medical record and have any errors or mistakes corrected. Please speak to a member of staff or look at our Access to Medical Records Policy.

We are not aware of any circumstances in which you will have the right to delete correct information from your medical record; although you are free to obtain your own legal advice if you believe there is no lawful purpose for which we hold the information and contact us if you hold a different view.


	Retention period
	Records will be kept in line with the law and national guidance. Information on how long records are kept can be found in the Records Management Code of Practice.  

	Right to complain

	In the unlikely event that you are unhappy with any element of our data-processing methods, do please contact the Practice Manager Wendy Grange in the first instance. If you feel that we have not addressed your concern appropriately, you have the right to lodge a complaint with the Information Commissioner’s Office (ICO).

	Data we get from other organisations
	We receive information about your health from other organisations who are involved in providing you with health and social care. For example, if you go to hospital for treatment or an operation the hospital will send us a letter to let us know what happens. This means your GP medical record is kept up-to date when you receive care from other parts of the health service.

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If a patient wishes to opt-out of data sharing, there are two types of opt-out:

· [bookmark: _Hlk76049558]Type 1 Opt-out applies at organisational level and means that the patient’s medical record is not extracted from the organisation for any purpose other than for direct patient care.

· National Data Opt-out (NDO-O) allows data to be extracted by NHS England for its lawful purposes but it cannot share this information with anyone else for research and planning purposes.


How does a patient opt-out?

[bookmark: _Hlk76047931]Type 1 Opt-out is when the patient must inform the practice of their decision and this is coded at the practice locally to their clinical record.

National Data Opt-out (NDO-O) is when the patient undertakes the action themselves with NHS England. Patients should be advised that this action cannot be completed by the organisation. 

The patient can do this by:

· Online service

Patients registering need to know their NHS number or their postcode as registered at their GP practice via Make your choice about sharing data from your health records

· Telephone service

Contact 0300 303 5678 (Monday to Friday between 0900 and 1700)

· NHS App – For use by patients aged 13 and over. The app can be downloaded from the App Store or Google Play.

· “Print and post” Manage your choice

Photocopies of proof of applicant’s name (e.g., passport, UK driving licence etc.) and address (e.g., utility bill, payslip etc.) need to be sent with the application to:

Note, it can take up to 14 days to process the form.

· Getting a healthcare professional to assist patients in prison or other secure settings to register an opt-out choice. For patients detained in such settings, guidance is available on NHS England and a proxy form is available to assist in registration.

Coding the patient record

If the patient wishes to opt-out – use code 827241000000103 Dissent from secondary use of general practitioner patient identifiable data (finding).

If the patient wishes to opt in – use code 827261000000102 Dissent withdrawn for secondary use of general practitioner.
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
